After months of negotiation, an agreement
has been reached between Hastings Utilities and
Kinder Morgan Inc. over providing natural gas
service to newly annexed areas of Hastings.

The HU Board of Public Works will hear a
presentation on the agreement during its regu-
lar meeting Friday morning.

“The action tomorrow is for the board to
approve the agreement so we can get natural gas
service to the annexed areas,” said HU manager
Marv Schultes.

HU and Kinder Morgan have been negotiating
about natural gas service since several areas outside
city limits, such as the Lochland Sanitary
Improvement District, were annexed in March 2004.

HU officials believe since those areas now are
part of the city, it should provide the natural gas
service to those areas; but some residents already
receive natural gas from Kinder Morgan.
